HOT WORK PERMITS - A PART OF MAGUIRE'S
STANDARD OPERATING PROCEDURE

Maguire Iron's manufacturing facility conducts welding,
cutting and grinding operations in a "Controlled
Environment.” Meaning, provisions are in-place to guard
against potential risk of fires and explosions. However,
there can be potential hazards which could lead to fires
and/or explosions in situations sometimes found at jobsites.
Examples of potential fire hazards are: flammables,
combustibles and electrical.

In order to control the potential risks of fires or an explosion,
Maguire uses a Hot Work Permit system. This permit
system provides a list of safety precautions to ensure that
all listed precautionary measures are acted-on. This list is
reviewed and addressed to all employees by the jobsite
Foreman before welding, cutting and grinding operations
begins. Wood, paper, and flammable materials are moved
to a safe distance. Hot Work Permits are posted at the
jobsite until the project has been completed. Permits are
then submitted to the Environmental, Health & Safety
Director for further processing and to comply with OSHA
recordkeeping requirements.

As we can all agree...having a Hot Work Permit system
in-place ensures that Maguire Iron employees return
home safely.
